4.  Business Arising from Minutes, Directors and Focus Group Reports:
· Treasurer Report - no report
· Commonage Rd. update 

· Several Commonage Rd residents are working on a survey to be distributed to all Carr's Landing residents regarding proposed OCP change of collector road change from Carr's Landing Rd to Commonage Rd between south and north intersections.
· OCP Process 

· Draft OCP went to council last Tuesday and passed first reading. Council decided to delay further progress to allow for continuing public consultation over the summer. A public hearing will follow, then 2nd, 3rd and 4th readings before adoption. Mark Koch relayed (to Cara Reed) that the expected timeline for the public hearing, etc will likely be after the election on October 27th. That will give our OCP focus group time to examine and prepare response to OCP content.




· Parks and Recreation Master Plan 

· Nothing new since last P&R meeting July 17. Next meeting Aug 21 at council meeting. 
· Progress of the P&R Master Plan adoption is expected to be faster than the OCP. 1st and 2nd reading will likely occur as soon as OK Center public consultations have occurred. 
· The P&R Draft Master Plan link is on the CLC&RA website or can be found on the DLC website. 
· The P&R Master Plan Committee has collected info over the past 3 years, most recently at our workshop in June. As it stands now the draft plan (20 year plan) includes only $135K allocated to Carr's Landing. $35K of that is dedicated to improvements to Central Park (beside Kopje) which is underused and very difficult to access. CLC&RA intends to create a 2019 and 5 year budget request for more appropriate and additional allotments of funds for the Carr's Landing area. There is $100K (per annum) of the P&R budget that is purposely unallocated for additional projects that come up. 

Julie has June workshop results formatted and expects completion in about a week.
· Focus Groups 

· Small positing to go on bulletin boards with focus group leads and email contacts for interested residents

· Sail and Boating Association Update 

· Email from Kevin Bowles, Commodore of the sailing club indicating the club will be organizing a sailing event this summer. Doug requested that he and Greg Richmond-Peck participate in the working group for the event with the intent that the CLC&RA be involved. The sailing club lease on Marshall Park is up this month. Council have directed staff to work with Sailing Club on renewal terms. Doug has asked for CLC&RA to be involved. Currently only 13 boats are stored in the sailing club lock-up, about 10 of which belong to the club. Re-design could be considered for better public use of space.

· Coral Beach Farms Parking 
· Staff parking this year seems to have increased to along Carr's Landing Rd and Commonage Rd (at sharp turn north of picker entrance) and is considered unsafe due to poor visibility and narrowed space on roadways.

5. New Business
· Eastside Utilities 

· Draft OCP contains reference to incorporating Eastside and other Carr's Landing water utilities into the DLC water master plan. DLC recently acquired Lakepine water system. Mark Koch relayed that the idea is being brought into the strategic plan but that there are no firm plans at this time. 
· Sandy Aikens had conversation with Penticton Water Quality staff re the boil water issue and was informed that the current water intake line is too shallow and should be extended another 100 ft. There are also dangerous trees posing a threat to the Toby Rd pump house. 
· It was decided that the CLC&RA chair will send a letter of concern to Eastside and invite a staff member or engineer to come to next CLC&RA meeting to inform residents of the state of the utility and plans for the future.
· Community Event  with Sailing Club 

· Waiting on the Sailing Club to set a date 

· Fundraising 

· Julie has had several conversations with James at 50th Parallel re setting a date for a "pub night". Further discussion required for this event in later September. Event would be set price with part going to winery in exchange for appetizer and a glass of wine. It would be expected that several attendees would then stay and order more food, wine, etc to benefit winery. 
· After discussion it was decided that planning a family friendly event this summer was not feasible due to time constraints unless we can tie in with the Sailing Club.

· Community Walk 

· Walk to Anderson Creek was very successful and well attended walk in July with Harvey Leamont. August (Gable Beach)and September (Glacier Glades) walks are being planned.

· Bulletin Board Policy 

· Ongoing bulletin board maintenance to be taken on by Bob Smith. 
· A lively discussion re charging commercial advertisers a donation or set fee resulted in further consideration being required and will be tabled to next meeting. 
· It was decided that a general policy will be posted including maximum size of postings set at 8x11 inches, all postings must be dated and may be removed after 3 mths (can, of course, be re-posted), no political or election ads accepted and maintenance of postings are the responsibility of the person posting.

· Other : 

· Gary Newcombe informs that there has been no progress on obtaining a survey from DLC re the property lines bordering Gable Beach and private property encroachment. DLC maintains that survey does not exist despite the survey witnessed when the DLC was considering selling Gable Beach.

· Gary Newcombe recommends no smoking bylaw sigs on all public property

· Gary Newcombe concerns re swim platform at Gable Beach boat launch being in unsafe location due to boat traffic and large rocks. DLC has been requested numerous times to move platform to Gable Beach north. Decision for CLC&RA Chair to send letter to DLC requesting move of platform and to mark shallow rocks. Feedback re platform should also be included in P&R Master Plan feedback. Consider speaking to fire department as they use Gable Beach for practice at times.

· Helicopter Tours still under discussion and being opposed by Kim Olfert . At this point DLC stance is that  airspace is federally regulated and therefore the DLC cannot enact bylaws that would breach regulations of the Federal Aviation Act. 
· Cara Reed resigns her position with the CLC&RA Director Board as Vice Chair as of Sept 1 and announces her intent to run for the position of  Carr's Landing Ward Councillor in October.
