4. Business Arising from Minutes
a. Directors and DLC Committees

b. Community Crime Prevention follow-up

· Several small community groups are interested in initiating a "block watch" group. Diane will contact Roy Morgan re possible dates for further organization and training. Dates and information will be sent to members when available

c. DLC Strategy sessions held prior to Council meetings at 4:30 provide interesting, informative discussion between council and staff on various issues and are open to all community members to attend. 

· Cara is working on working on re-formatting versions of the minutes (have just started to be released to the public) and will post on the CLC&RA website when able. Cara will notify Doug if there is an issue scheduled of particular interest to the association

· Public individuals can sign up on DLC website to request updates on various items and will then be sent information as it comes up; ie minutes for the strategy sessions, committee meeting minutes, etc
d. Communication

· minutes will now include website and facebook information

· Doug's contact, website and facebook info will also be added to monthly meeting posters

5. Councillor Cara Reed update
a. Property tax bylaw going for adoption soon and there will be more information available on how taxes are distributed (parks, rail trail, etc). There is not space on the form to add this level of detail so the DLC is creating a webpage to show the additional information including how to  calculate it for your property.

b. Eastside utilities report was scheduled to be completed at the end of April. Results not available yet.
c. DLC will be sending out an anonymous survey request to 1500 individuals selected at random (to ensure a statistically valid sample)  asking for input that will be considered by council in developing strategic priorities. Those not selected for the survey may voluntarily fill out survey on DLC website and this will be presented as an addendum to the main survey results. Deadline mid June (tbc).
d. Upcoming dates of interest

· May 21 Council Session – New draft bylaw for shipping containers – 1st reading with recommendation to go to public hearing

· May 21 Strategy session - presentation by Sgt. Cam Holloway (RCMP) re RCMP staffing

· May 21 Council meeting - OCP adoption (May 7 was 3rd reading which included consideration of public hearing)

· June 4 Strategy session upland reservoir safety

e. Parks and Recreation strategy session review - Cara has had clarification from the DLC that the $32,000 that had been designated in the draft Parks & Recreation Master Plan for Carr's Landing Central Park but then cancelled will still be retained for use in the Carr's Landing ward. Time frame is long-term.

6. Parks and Recreation Master Plan update

· OK Center community meeting still has not been scheduled but expected May/June and will be open to public. CLC&RA will attend for education and information gathering.
· Annual $100,000 in P&R budget unallocated for short term use

· Application for funds could be considered for several Carr's Landing public areas including Marshall Park restructuring (managing waterfront, focus on heritage), Gable Beach, Whiskey Cove, etc

7. Sailing Club Update
· Marshall Park spring cleanup May 4 and June 1 from 10am-2pm. Volunteers welcome. Bring lunch, water, gloves,  favorite tools (some will be on site)

· planning a summer community event for June 22 (to be confirmed) to promote the club. Would like to liaison with CLC&RA to co-host event. Ideas and suggestions for activities welcome. Doug to attend sailing club planning committee. More info to come.

· Sailing club has obtained several posters regarding protection against quagga mussels to be posted at various boat launch and water accesses
